St Winifred's* School's Policy on the Physical Environment

St Winifred’s* School intends to make the physical environment safe and attractive for everyone attending the school. Problems with the physical environment should be reported to the Head or caretaker as soon as possible so that they can be addressed.
· The school has a policy of improving the interior decoration of the school, increasing levels of light and heat, which can have a major impact on the behaviour of pupil.
· Paint chips and similar damage will be regularly repaired. Graffiti appearing on the outside walls or on the school signs will always be removed immediately.
· The playground and other outside areas and gardens are to be regularly maintained and kept tidy and clean. The playground must be swept regularly and trees, bushes pruned and trimmed for safety and appearance and dangerous berries removed from any relevant plants.
· All members of staff are responsible for locking cupboards and store rooms, reporting broken locks or missing keys within two hours of discovery and checking other security features in the school.
· The caretaker or cleaning staff have responsibility for locking the building at the end of the day and setting the alarm. 
· All staff have keys and must maintain security of the school and reset the burglar alarm if visiting or leaving the school out of school hours or after the caretaker/cleaners has left.
· It is considered an unacceptable breach of professional behaviour to leave out items which should be locked away, or to fail to lock doors, cupboards, windows, etc.
